Michael Dresch was in pretty bad shape. In fact, many believed he would never be weaned from his
ventilator. He had just endured 31 days in a hospital intensive care unit on the ventilator, recovering from
pneumonia and acute respiratory distress syndrome (ARDS). Now his family was being told Mr. Dresch
would be transferred from the ICU and the staff they had grown to trust to begin a new level of therapy
at a complex acute care hospital called LifeCare Hospitals, known for its successful ventilator-weaning
and wound care programs.
